Purpose:
To evaluate each contestant’s ability to prepare and present clearly and effectively a series of thoughts relating to scouting and the value it has provided to its members, communities and country.

Dress:

Boys may wear their uniform or a coat and tie



Girls may wear their uniform, a suit or dress

Scope of the Contest:

Contestants should prepare for public speaking by developing and 



following competencies:


       a.
Demonstrate good grooming in dress and personal hygiene



       b.
Understand and practice elements of informal conversation



       c. 
Prepare a presentation on a given topic for a specific time



       d.
Demonstrate an effective and pleasing delivery style



       e.
Effectively use verbal illustrations and examples



       f.
Pronounce words in a clear and understandable manner



       g.
Demonstrate good platform deportment and personal confidence



       h.
Organize speech material in a logical and coherent manner



       i.
Effectively vary voice in pitch, tone, tempo and volume


   2.       The speech shall be five to seven minutes in length.


   3.       A single note card will be permitted.  The card should be no larger than

4” x 6” so as not to detract from the effectiveness of the speech.  No other visual aides or props will be permitted.

4. Speech should focus on the designated topic: “Words To Live By”, our theme highlighting the 12 points of the Scout Law.
