CANOE TREK

The canoe trek is a program that is a brand new addition to Camp Minsi’s program.  This is a program that is also designed for older scouts that may not be interested in the typical summer camp experience.  Instead, they will have the opportunity to canoe for 5 days, through beautiful valleys from upstate New York, into the rolling Appalachian mountains of Pennsylvania.
